¢ Other Important Information

= Under 13-10-507, MCA, a person seeking office as an independent candidate may not be associated with a political
party for 1 year prior to the submission of the candidate’s nomination petition. For the purposes of the law,
"associated with a political party" means having run for office as a partisan candidate or having held an office
with a political party designation.

= Individuals cannot file as independent candidates (or as party candidates) for nonpartisan offices.

=  Anindividual who files as an indigent candidate is not required to pay a filing fee and must submit the same total
number of signatures as an independent or minor party candidate. A candidate who files as an indigent-
independent candidate or as an indigent-minor party candidate is only required to file one set of petition
signatures.
