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1924:4 EDUCATIONAL TRUST FUNDS Constitutional Amendment

Approved 59.9% 70.3% voted, 73,574 for and 49,267 against

1923 Laws chapter 134 (H Bill 27) proposed addition of Article XXI to the constitution to estab-
lish trust funds for gifts and legacies to the university system and to public schools. Prgference in
investment of these funds was to be given to home and farm mortgages and to educational bonds. The
supreme court would have general supervision of administrative arrangements for the funds. In 1938
this srticle was amended to consolidate several funds into a single trust and legacy fund.

Support was substantial in northern and eastern counties but voters in five southwestern counties
including Deer Lodge and Silver Bow were opposed. Correlation with the vote to establish professional
standards for school administrators was strong (Pearson's r = .875); correlation to Democratic vote for

president and governor was negative but only marginally significant (Pearson's r ranged from -.483 to

-.549).

19245 REPEAL PRESIDENTIAL PRIMARY Legislative Referendum

Approved 57.5% 77.5% voted, 77,948 for and 57,540 against

1923 Laws House Bill 8 (Text at 1925 Laws page 488), m:v._.o,nn to voter approval, repealed the
presidential preference primary established by voter initiative in 1912. Conduct of a third general
election each fourth year had always been a focus of -attack on the primary and critics said it cost at
least $250,000 to benefit only the printers of the ballots. Fewer than 33,000 votes had been cast in
the May 1924 primary. True to his progressive convictions, Governor Dixon pocket-vetoed the referen~
dum on March 12, 1923, asserting that "a majority of the people of Montana would even go a step far-
ther and nominate their candidates for president in a direct nation-wide primary." But the 1906 amend-
ment that established the initiative and referendum had exempted direct legislation from veto, along
with "measures referred to the people by the legislative assembly" (Article V section 1). Nearly a
year later Dixon wrote to the secretary of state that "I have since discovered that the veto does not
extend to a bill of this kind" and advised him to "disregard my letter of March 12, 1923." So the
referendum to abolish the preferential primary was restored to the 1924 ballot.

The decisive vote to abolish the preferential primary scarcely sustained the governor's estimate
of its popularity. Voters in every county had initially favored the primary in 1912; after experience
with three primaries, only three counties (Silver Bow, Deer Lodge and Treasure) would have reétained
them, Other counties that initially had given strong support (Misscula, Flathead and Lewis & Clark)

now voted strongly for termination.
