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	Mail Ballots Voted in Person and Replacement Ballots 
Ballots voted in person include those from electors who will be absent from their place of residence during the conduct of the election; who are nonregistered but otherwise qualified; and/or who are requesting a replacement ballot.  

An elector may obtain a replacement ballot if the original ballot is destroyed, spoiled, lost, or not received by the elector.  An elector seeking or receiving a replacement ballot shall sign a sworn statement stating that the original ballot was either destroyed, spoiled, lost, or not received and shall present the statement to the election administrator no later than 8 p.m. on election day.
