IMPORTANT NOTICE TO VOTERS:

If you do not currently have with you the ID that is required in order to vote, you may go and get your ID now or enter the polling place and fill out a Polling Place Elector ID Form, which will serve as ID if verified.  Otherwise, you may cast a provisional ballot, which will be counted if your identity and eligibility to vote can be verified by the county election office.

Examples of acceptable ID include:

A current photo identification showing your name, including but not limited to a driver's license, a school district or postsecondary education photo identification, a tribal photo identification, OR a current utility bill, bank statement, paycheck, notice of confirmation of voter registration, government check, or other government document that shows your name and current address.
